1Ki 10:3 And Solomon told her all her questions: there was not any thing hid 

from the king, which he told her not. 

We have here an account of the visit which the queen of Sheba made to Solomon. 

She came not to trade or commerce but to satisfy her curiosity. She had heard of 

the fame of Solomon, especially his wisdom, and she came to prove him, whether 

he was so great a man as he was reported to be.  

She came. She saw. She heard. And she declared: “Howbeit I believed not the 

words, until I came, and mine eyes had seen it: and, behold, the half was not 

told me: thy wisdom and prosperity exceedeth the fame which I heard” (1 

Kings 10:7). 

She asked many questions and Solomon had all the answers. The apostle Peter 

wrote: “But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give 

an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you 

with meekness and fear” (1 Pet 3:15). 

Do you have the answers to every question thrown to you regarding your belief? 

Solomon had all the answers to the questions posed by the Queen of Sheba. The 

Queen inquired about everything under the sun. We have only one text book which 

is the bible. When we sit for any examinations, it usually requires us to read up 

more than one text book. We have only the bible. It contains all things that pertain 

to life and godliness (2 Pet 1:3).  

God wants every Christian to be always ready to give an answer to every man that 

asks him about his faith (1 Pet 3:15). Failure to do so is equate to failure to study 

the word of God diligently as a bible student ought to. Paul wrote to young 



 
 

Timothy: “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth 

not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth” (2 Tim 2:15). 

Many think that doctrines are not important. But false doctrines will not lead to 

heaven (Matt 7:13-14). The word of God says that doctrines are important to 

salvation: “Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: 

for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee” (1 Tim 

4:16). 

Why did Paul command us to take heed to doctrines if they are not important? And 

he said the correct doctrine will save the person who teaches it and his hearers. 

Conversely, it implies that those who teach a false doctrine will not be saved. And 

those who hear and believe a false doctrine will not be saved either. “There is a 

way that seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death” 

(Pro 16:25). 

Be ready to give an answer to every man who asks questions about our faith. God 

wants His children to grow in the knowledge of Him (2 Pet 3:18). One of the 

reasons Israel was destroyed is because of their lack of knowledge (Hosea 4:6). 

They had moved away from God and had forgotten His commandments.  

When our Lord was in the wilderness tempted by the devil, He overcame 

temptations with the scriptures. Three times He said, “It is written” (Matt 3:4, 7, 

10). Do you know what is written in the scriptures? The devil will tempt you like 

he tempted Christ. The devil will tell you it is alright to drink wine. The devil says it 

is alright to divorce your wife for any reasons and marry another woman. The 

devil says you can choose any church of your choice. He also says you do not need 

to be baptised to be saved. Do you have all the answers to the devil’s doctrines? 

“As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that ye may grow 

thereby” (1 Pet 2:2). We need to desire the word of God in the same manner that 

babies desire milk. We need to study it like we are studying for an important 

examination. We need to memorise it like we memorise our lecture notes. We need 

to keep it in our hearts that we may not forget it.  

The Psalmist says: “O how love I thy law! it is my meditation all the day” (Psalm 

119:97). Let us be diligent in our bible studies so that we can defend the faith, 

strengthen our own faith, and teach the faith to others.
